President hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Government of India (Allocation of

AUR SAHKARITA VIBHAG)”, after entry 53, the following entry shall be inserted, namely:-

“54.  National Rainfed Area Authority (NRAA).”; ;
(I)  under the heading “MINISTRY OF PLANNING (YOJANA MANTRALAYA)", for the

" existing entry, the following entry shall be substituted, namely:—

“Responsibility to Parliament in regard to the NITI Aayog (National Institution for
Transforming India).”;

(IlT)  for the heading “PLANNING COMMISSION (YOJANA AYOG)” and the entries 1 to 13
(both inclusive), the following heading and entries shall be substituted, namely:—

“NITI AAYOG (NATIONAL INSTITUTION FOR TRANSFORMING INDIA)

1. NITI Aayog (National Institution for Transforming India):

()a. . To evolve a shared vision of national development priorities, sectors and
strategies with the active involvement of States in the light of national
